                                     Allotment of handicaps/Merit Cards

Crieff Golf Club require a member to submit 3 cards, played over 18  holes, on a measured course at CRIEFF and marked by a full handicap holding member of the club. One of these cards should be played during a medal round and further these cards should normally be submitted within a 3 month period.

Would members intending to submit a card for handicap purposes please notify the secretary by signing the supplementary/alternative day/merit card beside the secretary’s box at reception before playing. Cards must be dated, signed by player and marker and returned to the secretary’s box after play.

Handicaps will be awarded based on the scores submitted as per the CONGU manual see page 30 paragraph 16.3.

In short the award will be based on the best of the three cards submitted after scores on individual holes have been adjusted to nett double (gents) or treble bogey (ladies). Maximum awards for Gents 28, ladies 36. Awards for juniors will be made in a similar way but a maximum handicap of 54 may be awarded. In the case of juniors the committee require the cards to be marked by a golfing parent, a handicap holding junior member, or a handicap holding adult club member.   

Any known previous playing history will be also be taken into account, especially when a member is restoring a handicap after lapsing.
