                           Supplementary Scores Policy   


The Unified Handicapping System (UHS) adopted by the Council of National Golf Unions (CONGU) has encouraged clubs for some years to adopt the supplementary scores initiative. From 2008 onwards there is a requirement for affiliated clubs to make this scheme available to its members. The scheme applies to both Ladies’ and Gentlemens’ handicapping systems. 

Conditions

1.    Can only be played at the Player’s Home Course

2.    Must be played over 18 holes, under competition play conditions, over     

       a measured course, and with a handicap holding member as scorer.

3.    A player may return up to a maximum of 10 supplementary scores in one  

       season.

4.    Only one supplementary score may be returned in any week.

5.    A player intending to return a supplementary score must 

       sign the supplementary score record book prior to commencing the  

       round.

6.    Adjustments to handicaps will be made based on the SSS.

7.    Strokeplay returns will be subject to Stableford/Nett double bogey  

       adjustments.

8.    Supplementary scores MUST be recorded on the player’s record.

9.    Should a player register for a supplementary score and then subsequently   

       not submit a card he will receive a 0.1 upwards adjustment to his handicap.

10.  Returns may be subject to General Play Revisions if “manipulation” is 

       suspected.

11.  Players who have recently been allocated a handicap qualify immediately for  

       the return of supplementary scores.
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
